Charles Lataipangai is a big man with a big heart and even bigger 
vision.  As a newcomer to Miranda Street he was disturbed at 
the level of local crime and at seeing kids fighting amongst one 
another. He decided to do something about it.
Picking up a rugby ball he went outside and simply invited the 
teens he saw to come and play touch rugby with him at the local 
Glenavon School.  
That was two years ago. The number involved in Charles' teams 
has grown. They now meet at Glenavon School fields every 
Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, and they have a name - 
Tribal Nationz Youth Sports' Association.  
What's most exciting abut Charles' work, however, is the impact 
it's had on the local community. Crime has dropped considerably 
with the Police saying that call-outs to that part of Blockhouse 
Bay have come down dramatically.
Parents are also full of praise for Charles and his unique approach 
to this community issue.
Charles says, ªWe need to get to these kids before the gangs do 
and before they get so deep into crime they can't get out.º
He goes onto explain the value of sport, ªThe thing with team 
sport is that team members develop a commitment towards, and 
respect for, one another. Rather than fighting each other they 
look out for one another and support their mates.º
Tribal Nationz are now involved in a number of sports. As we 
move into summer Charles is coaching a touch team and a 
softball team.  And, the young people are getting a name for 
themselves. One team recently made it to the finals of the 
Kelston touch rugby competitions.

Initially Charles funded this project himself. More recently The 
Glenavon Community Trust has helped out but there is still an 
opportunity for others to get involved. Charles is looking for 
sponsorship. The teams need someone or a business to help 
sponsor fees and uniforms. The softball fees are $60 per player.

Have you noticed the ªWelcome to Blockhouse Bayº arch 
between the shops near the roundabout? To the left of it is a 
mural of three people walking along Donovan Street which, in 
those days was little more than a clay track.
The scene is from about 1903 and the people are R.H. Crudge, his 
wife Janet and another man. It's thought the other man could be 
either Joseph Morey or a Mr Oxenham.  
The Crudge family were Blockhouse Bay pioneers. Born about 
1859 in Devon, England, Robert emigrated to New Zealand in 
1884. After spending some time in Wellington he moved to 
Auckland in 1887. Here he married Janet Whytock. 
The Crudge's first lived in Mount Eden. Mr Crudge had a saddler's 
shop in Symonds Street.  He also served as a Mount Eden Borough 
Councillor from 1906 when he topped the vote.
In 1902 the Crudge's purchased a property in Blockhouse Bay on 
Donovan Street opposite the top of Lewis Street. They built a bach on 
this property and later, a little further up the road, built a solid brick 
family home. That home is still there at 125 Donovan Street.
During WWI and WWII, a son, Frederick Henry (Fred) served as a 
gunner with the coastguard on Manukau Harbour.
The Crudge family owned a sizable landholding in Donovan 
Street where they ran horses and cows and grew loganberries 
and strawberries.
There are no longer any Crudge's living in Blockhouse Bay but 
Crudge Street, which runs between Rathlin and Exminster streets, 
remains as a reminder of those early settlers.

It was great to read about the great turn-out for the ªMake 
the Bay Sparkle Campaignº but can I suggest that some of the 
volunteers in the future be assigned to the beach area, and 
especially broken glass removal along the walkway to the Boat 
Club. My daughter and I spent about eight hours in total removing 
broken glass from the sand and mud out to about a distance of 10 
metres from the path last summer. There appeared to be about 
10-20 years of glass pieces and shards, some really nasty looking, 
and we would have gathered about 3-4kg of pieces. It would be 
good if once a year (at low tide!) some of the volunteers could do 
a glass sweep along the sea edge as there appear to be people 
who drink down there and then break or discard empty bottles. 
Plenty of swimmers, especially children, roam that edge during 
the summer and it we can minimise serious cuts all to the good.

There are a couple of reasons why I urge you to report even what 
you consider minor matters. One is that your report may add 
another piece of the puzzle to an unsolved crime. The second is 
that the minor matter may be solved later on and we'll need your 
details to return stolen property etc.
Here's an example: Recently a Blockhouse Bay Police search 
warrant uncovered approximately 35 wallets and handbags 
and 35 drivers' licences and bank cards all in separate piles. In 
another separate bag were dozens of cell phones, iPods, cameras 
and Navmans.
The licences were easy to return but trying to return the 
empty wallets and electronic devices proved difficult and time 
consuming. Over half the 35 victims had not reported their 
property as stolen or lost.
Please, help us to help you. Crime can be reported on the crime 
reporting line. It only takes five minutes - phone 302-6400.
